EXTRACT FROM KENNEL CLUB SHOW REGULATIONS

April 28th, 1949. ,
1. This Show is held under K.C. Rules and Regulatiens, a copy of which, if required, will be
ferwa ‘ded free of charge on application to the Secretary, Kennel Club, 84 Piccadilly, London, W.1,
or to the Secretary or Manager of the Show. .

2. All dogs exhibited at this Show must be registered at the Kenmne] Clyb in accordance with the
provisions of Kennel Club Rule 5. Forms for this purpose will be supplied on application to the
Secretary, Kennel Club, 84 Piccadilly, London, W.1, or to the Secretary er Manager of the Show.

3. Payment of Prize Money will be made in accordance with the provisions of Kennel Club
Show Regulation 33 not later than 31 days from the close of a Show.

4. Any objections to dogs must be made in accordance with the provisions of Kennel Club Show
Reg ilations 27 and 28, and will be dealt with in strict conformity with that rule.

5. bisqualification and Forfeit of Prizes,—A dog is liable to be disqualified from winning any
aw:rd by the Committee of the Kennel Club, whether an objection has been lodged or not, if proved
aniong:t other things to have been:—

(a) Ecxhibited at an unrecognised Show,

(6) Exhibited by a person disqualified or suspended under Rules 18, 17 or 18 as from the date of
the charze having been lodged at the Kennel Club and for the period of the disqualification
or suspension. :

(¢) Entered after the date fixed for closing entries or in a manner not complying with the Classi-
fication in the Schedule, or not in accordance with Kennel Club Rules and Reguiations.

(d) Totally blind or afflicted with a tendency to reproduce any hereditary disease, defective in
hearing, castrated, spayed, or otherwise prevented from breeding as the result of a surgical
operation.

(¢} Suffering from an infectious or contagious disease, or prepared for exhibition in contraven-
tion of Reunlations.

{f) Exhibitea for competition, or bandled in the ring, by a Judge of dogs of the Show.

(g) Owned by the Judge within a period ef twelve months or, if 2 puppy bred by him, except
that this shall not apply to a substituted Judge, if the Judge of the breed be changed after
the closing of entries.

(h) Boarded or given attention for payment within twelve months by the scheduled Judge of
the breed of the Show.

{f) Not duly registered or transferred at the Kennel Club.

(k) The progeny resulting from the artificial fertilisation of a bitch, unless prior permission was
obtained from the Committee of the Kennel Club, and such conditions were complied with
as it considered advisable to prevent the possibility of fraud.

If a dog is entered in a Class for which it is ineligible and is not withdrawn from competition
before commencement of the judging of the Class in question, the dog shall be disqualified. All such
cases must be reported by the Exhibitor to the Show Secretary, and by the latter to the Kennel
Ciub, and the Exhihitor may be fined at the discretion of the Committee of the Kennel Club.

The owner of a dog disqualified for any of the above reasons is liable to forfeit all entry fees
made for, and all prize money won by such dog.

The Committee of the Kennel Club shall have power te inflict fines upon Exhlbitors who shail
bave made errors in their entry forms, or breaches of Show Regulations.

6. All entries must be made on the entry form enclosed with this Schedule; they must be written
ea.irely in ink; only one exhihitor shall enter on one form. .

7. Dogs for exhiﬂition ai this Show must be prepared for show only in the manner prescribed by
Regulations as to the Preparation of Dogs for Exhibition.

8. A copy of the K.C. Kules and Regulations, as supplied by the Kennel Club, munst be accessible
at the Show to every exlubitor.

9. No dog under six months of age can be exhibited except in a Litter Class.

10. No person may interfere in any way with the benching as erected in aceordance with Regnla-
tion 18 of the Kennel Club Show Regulations, and in particular the partitions as erected h: ween
one pen and another must not be removed under any circumstances. Toy dogs must not be placed
in front of the official space provided for them, nor must any private intimation or written or

printed matter other than the official award cards be attached to or placed upon any bench or pea -

except notices of club meetings, sales or other notices of a similar nature authorized by the Execu-
tive of the Show. When a dog is exhibited not for competition, a card with the words “Not for
Competition,” in plain letters not larger than one inch, must be piaced over its beach, and the
name of the dog may also be placed there in similar lettering.

11. No dog shall be absent from its bench except for the purpose of being judged or exercised,
or by order of the Veterinary Surgeon or Show Committee. No dog shall be absent from its bench for
the purpose of beiug exercised at any time for longer tbhan fifteen minutes. Without the express
permission of the Judge, no dog is to be exhibited in a ring except on a lead. No dog shall be
allowed in a judging ring other than actual exhibits in the class being judged.

12. Committee the Sole Authority.—The Committee shall be the sole authority for the inter-
pretation of these rules and of the B{e-laws and Regulations made thereunder; and the decision of
the Committee upon any question of interpretation or upon any matter affecting the Club or dogs
er Dog Shows and not provided for by these Rules or by the Constitution and Bye-lawsor any Regu-
lations shall be final and hinding. A person attending or entering a dog for any Show shall by such
act be deemed to have agreed with the Committes o refes any such question or disputs to the
Committse.
