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Registered society
annual general meetings

In view of the prospect of ongoing restrictions on social
gatherings for some months to come, The Kennel Club
has considered how best to help registered societies to
proceed with their routine AGM business, especially as
many were unable to hold their 2020 AGM.

The rules and established practice
of registered societies in most
cases require that AGMs are physical
meetings and give no provision for
postal/online voting.

In order to circumvent the need
to hold physical AGMs,
The Kennel Club Board
has enacted Kennel
Club Regulation C5.e.,
which is a new
provision, so that
irrespective of what
a club’s constitution
may provide, the
Board may direct that
registered societies
may relax/suspend
constitutional provisions.
In this way, societies may legitimately
process routine business by adopting
interim arrangements such as postal/
online voting or remote meetings, as
appropriate.

The Kennel
Club Board has
enacted Kennel
Club Regulation

Kennel Club Regulation C5.e. has

been introduced to provide as follows:

Cb.e. The Kennel Club Board
may direct that provisions within
a registered society constitution
may be relaxed or suspended for

a fixed period, to allow society
business to proceed when
circumstances beyond the
control of the society
SO require.
The Kennel Club
Board has agreed that
this new Regulation
is to be invoked with
effect from 5 February

2021 for a 6-month period
relating to the processing of

routine business usually dealt with
at AGMs.

(Smooth Faced) recognised

The Pyrenean Sheepdog
(Smooth Faced) has been
recognised by The Kennel
Club with effect from

1 April 2021. The breed
will be classified in the
Pastoral Group on the
Imported Breed Register.

The Pyrenean Sheepdog (Smooth
Faced) is a small breed of herding dog
from the Pyrenees region of France. It
is very closely related to the Pyrenean
Sheepdog (Long Haired), recognised by
The Kennel Club in 1988, although the
Smooth Faced has a softer, shorter coat
with the hair on the face and muzzle

in particular being very short giving a
shaved appearance. The body is also

shorter and the overall appearance is
of a more square-shaped dog.

The Kennel Club now recognises
222 breeds of pedigree dog.
A Kennel Club interim breed standard
is being developed for the Pyrenean
Sheepdog (Smooth Faced) and, when
this is published, the breed will be
able to be entered at The Kennel Club
licensed breed shows.

RECOGNITION OF NEW BREED

The Pyrenean Sheepdog (Smooth faced) will be
classified in the Pastoral Group on the Imported
Breed Register with effect from 1 April 2021. The
breed is not eligible to compete at Kennel Club
licensed breed shows until a Kennel Club interim
breed standard has been published.

BREED STANDARD AMENDMENTS

At its recent meeting the Board approved the
following amendments.

LOWCHEN (LITTLE LION DOG)

Head and Skull Broad, skull relatively flat between
the ears. A ratio of one third muzzle/two thirds
skull. Strong muzzle with good width allowing for
correct dentition. Head carried proud and high,
well defined stop. Nose dark: black or brown
according to coat colour.

Eyes Round, dark, relatively large and intelligent
with good width between eyes. Unbroken
pigmentation of eye rims, pigment in accordance
with coat colour.

Ears Set on level with eye. Pendant, of moderate
length and well fringed.

Mouth Jaws strong, with perfect, regular and
complete scissor bite, i.e. upper teeth closely

overlapping lower teeth and set square to the jaws.

Dark pigmentation of lips.

Forequarters Shoulders well laid. Forelegs straight
with round bone, not too fine. Good width of fore
chest. Elbows held close to chest.

Body Short, strong and well proportioned. Level
topline. Ribs well sprung and carried well back.
Chest well let down to elbows. Strong short loin
with moderate tuck up.

Tail Medium length, set slightly below the level of
the topline, clipped with tuft of hair to resemble

a plume. Elegantly arched over the back, only the
plume should touch the back when standing or.
moving.

Colour Any colour or combinations of colours
permissible. Merle is not acceptable.

Coat Fairly long, wavy, never curly. Single coat of
silky texture. Coat to be shown in its natural state
without scissoring or sculpting apart from the
traditional Lion Clip, i.e. clip'ped to the last rib.
