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Following discussions by the 
Obedience Liaison Council and 
consultation with the obedience 
community, The Kennel Club Board 
has approved a number of regulation 
amendments under the terms of which 
all stays will be removed from 
the list of exercises for 
obedience with effect 
from 1 January 2022. 
Stays are currently 
suspended until 31 
December 2021 as 
part of the Covid-19 
regulation amendments.

Consideration of this 
matter has been ongoing for 
some time. Recommendations 
by the Obedience Liaison Council and 
the Activities Committee were not 
made lightly and were submitted to the 
Board only after careful consideration, 
as the removal of stays represents the 
most significant change to obedience 
regulations in a long time.

The suspension of stays during 
Covid-19 had been well received and the 
benefits it provided to the smooth running 
of shows was noted during discussions. 
Additionally, it was hoped that new 
competitors would be more willing to try 

obedience without the stays as an 
exercise.

It had been discussed 
whether it was necessary 
to include an alternative 
control exercise in place 
of the stay exercise; 
however, it was decided 

that there were enough 
elements of control included 

as an inherent part of other 
exercises, therefore a new and 

separate exercise would not be needed.
These latest amendments to the 

obedience regulations are mostly 
concerned with removing references to 
stays. However, due to the removal of 
stays the number of marks available have 
been amended.

The marks required to be awarded 
obedience certificates have been 
adjusted from 300 to 230 to account 
for the removal of the stay exercise. 
Therefore, the number of points needed 
to qualify for the obedience certificate  
is now 215.

The total marks available for each  
class have also been adjusted and  
are now as follows:

	 Pre-beginners.................45
	 Beginners........................70
	 Novice............................70
	 Class A........................... 110
	 Class B...........................170
	 Class C......................... 230

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Two prestigious global agility 
championships in the UK in 2024
The Kennel Club is proud to announce 
that the UK has been selected to host 
both the Junior Open Agility World 
Championships in 2023, followed 
by the European Open Agility 
Championships in 2024.

The UK was due to 
host the European Open 
Agility Championships 
in 2020, which was 
sadly cancelled in the 
wake of the Covid-
19 pandemic, but will 
now take up the mantle 
for the world-renowned 
competition in 2024.

The championships, which 
is one of the world’s most prestigious 
international dog agility competitions, 
is open to both pedigree and non-

pedigree dogs which have been 
selected to represent their country.

The competition, which is supported 
by the Fédération Cynologique 

Internationale (FCI), will take 
place from Thursday 1 to 

Sunday 4 August 2024 
at Rutland Showground 
in Oakham and is 
expected to welcome 
competitors from 
over 40 countries.

The championships 
will be preceded by 

the Junior Open Agility 
World Championships, 

also supported by the FCI, 
taking place from Thursday 13 to 

Sunday 16 July 2023. This is open to 
competitors aged 18 and under, and 

was last held in Switzerland in 2019.
The last European Open Agility 

Championships took place in the 
Netherlands in 2019, attracting dogs 
and handlers from 42 countries.

The Kennel Club also holds the 
International Agility Festival which 
attracts dogs from all over the 
world, and was hosted by Rutland 
Showground for the first time in 2021. 
The 2024 festival will follow the 
European Open Agility Championships, 
providing an action-packed and 
energetic fortnight of agility, of all 
abilities and ages.

The Committee’s ‘Moving 
Animals Across Borders’ 
report follows a five-month 
inquiry into how new Brexit 
regulations will impact pet 
travel, illegal movements 
of animals across borders, 
and economic interests. 
The report claims that 
requirements for those 
travelling from Great Britain 
to Northern Ireland with 
pet dogs, cats and ferrets 
can be eased by the United 
Kingdom obtaining ‘Part 1 

listed’ status under EU travel 
rules.

“During an EFRA Select 
Committee hearing in 
November, the Government 
gave assurance that there 
would be no difference in 
paperwork for pet owners 
wishing to travel between 
Somerset and Northern 
Ireland than if they were 
to travel from Somerset to 
Scotland or Wales,” said Dr 
Ed Hayes, Head of Public 
Affairs at The Kennel Club. 

“Unfortunately, this is not 
the case, and we hoped 
the EFRA inquiry would 
recognise that it’s 
unnecessary and 
unacceptable 
to require 
dog owners 
to vaccinate 
their dogs 
for rabies in 
order to travel 
from one part of 
the UK to another. 
Instead, the Committee 

has recommended that the 
Government merely seeks 
to reduce the amount of EU 

mandated paperwork 
required to travel 

with their 
dogs, cats or 
ferrets from 
Great Britain 
to Northern 
Ireland.”

If this method of progression is selected, the 
handler must ensure the show secretary/chief 
steward signs the dog’s Obedience Record Book at 
the first show entered in the higher class.

(3) All classes: When a handler has more than one 
dog present in the same set of stays, the dogs 
may be placed together on the left hand side of 
the handler, or on either side of the handler; at the 
choice of the handler. It should be noted that the 
dogs must be placed apart with a reasonable space 
between them. At the conclusion of the stays, the 
handler should return to the same position they 
were in at the commencement of the test before 
the end of the test is indicated.

When the dog is approximately 
half way between the handler and the ‘protected 
steward’ the judge will signal to recall the dog. The 
‘protected steward’ should continue running until 
the dog returns to the handler or bites the sleeve. 
The recall may be by whistle or voice.

Regulation I(B) 17. Pursuit and detention of 
protected stewards. 
TO: 
The ‘protected steward’ (a different one for choice) 
and handler should be introduced as above, and 
the dog sent forward under similar conditions. 
The ‘protected steward’ must continue to attempt 
to escape and, if possible, should do so through 
an exit or into a vehicle once the dog has had a 
chance to catch up with him. The dog must be 
regarded as having succeeded if it clearly prevents 
the ‘protected steward’ from continuing to flee by 
holding him by the protected arm.
