Intravaginal canine artificial insemination update

The Royal College of Veterinary
Surgeons (RCVS) has recently
clarified that there is no exemption
for anyone other than a veterinary
professional to carry out intravaginal
canine artificial insemination and
The Kennel Club will be updating its
information and forms for breeders to
reflect this new position.

Previously the RCVS had always
maintained its advice that, as a
minor procedure, suitably qualified
lay people could carry out this type
of Al — a position that The Kennel
Club reflected - and it sought an
exemption order from Defra to this
effect. However, such an exemption,
sought by the RCVS in 2019 and 2022,
has not been confirmed by Defra and

therefore, without this formal legal
basis and given the length of time that
has passed since the recommendation
was made, the RCVS is now unable to
maintain its previous position that lay
people can carry out the procedure,
and The Kennel Club’s requirements on
the matter have to change to reflect
this new position.

Whilst artificial insemination can
have numerous practical and welfare
benefits, The Kennel Club understands
the ethical concerns around the
practice, particularly following the
increase in the number of unregulated
fertility clinics, and that it must be
carried out responsibly in order to
protect dog welfare. However, it
is disappointing that the RCVS’s

request for an exemption order for
suitably qualified lay people — which
reflects the fact that this type of

Al is a minor procedure - has not
been forthcoming. The Kennel Club
seeks reassurance that the already
overstretched veterinary infrastructure
can support the needs of responsible
breeders, who will no longer have
the remit to carry out this procedure
themselves, and whilst it recognises
and is concerned about the rise in
unregulated canine fertility clinics,

it does not believe that this is the
solution to the issue.

The Kennel Club will be updating
its information and forms accordingly.

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from blue-green algae confirmed

The Kennel Club urges vigilance when walking dogs near water after
the first scientifically confirmed case of blue-green algae death.

A heartbroken owner and The Kennel
Club are urging dog owners to be vigilant
when near bodies of water this summer,
to help protect their pets from lethal blue-
green algae.

Blue-green algae, otherwise known
as cyanobacteria, is a substance that
can be found in water sources such
as streams, lakes, rivers, estuaries and
the sea, particularly in mid-late summer,
and especially after heatwaves.
Under certain conditions, the
substance can multiply
rapidly, forming large
“blooms” which can
contaminate and pollute
the water, and can
produce toxins that are
deadly to dogs.

There are different
types of toxins produced by
blue-green algae so the signs
of poisoning vary, but they can
include dribbling, tiredness, vomiting and
diarrhea, convulsions, problems breathing
and organ failure. While symptoms usually
appear within an hour it can sometimes be
delayed by a few days, so owners should
always contact their vet immediately if
they believe their dog may have been
affected.

Jan Egginton from Worcestershire
experienced the devastating
consequences that blue-green algae
can cause, when her beloved two-year-
old Flat Coated Retriever, Cove, was
exposed to the substance at the side of
Wimbleball Lake on Exmoor. The pair were
walking alongside the reservoir while on
a training holiday with six other dogs and
their owners when Cove stopped near
some dead fish near the side of lake.

Despite Jan’s husband reacting quickly
to move Cove away from the area, the
rapid effects of the substance had sadly
already set in and Cove passed away less
than 45 minutes later.

Analysis led by Dr Andrew Turner, from
the Centre for Environment, Fisheries and
Aquaculture Science (CEFAS) confirmed
that Cove was exposed to anatoxins,
which are found in such blue-green algae

blooms, causing rapid poisoning and

ultimately resulting in Cove’s
death, the first time in the

UK that such an incident

has been scientifically
confirmed.

Following her heart
breaking experience,
Jan is warning other dog

owners of the dangers

of walking near water,
particularly those who may

be travelling further afield to new
areas this summer.

Jan said: “Cove was unforgettable. He
was so much more than just a dog.

“My husband first realised all was not
well when Cove started staggering as he
walked back from the lake, and by the
time I'd caught up with them, he was
already paralysed. The frightening aspect
to me is that something so dangerous,
that was not even in the water, can kill
your dog in 45 minutes. We are so careful
with our dogs, we think about them in
everything we do; we know all of the
poisonous foods and plants, and were
very aware of blue-green algae, but one
lick of the fish was enough.

“If Cove’s story can make others more
aware of the dangers not just in, but also
around the water and saves lives as a

result, then the pain of sharing his story

will be worthwhile.”

With the summer holidays on the
horizon, The Kennel Club is advising
owners to be aware of how to identify
blue-green algae and to not let their
dogs swim or drink from it, or enter it
themselves. The signs of blue-green
algae can include:

+ Water that appears a different colour,
often resembling pea soup, although it
can even be red, brown or black

* Blooms are not always large and can
sometimes be seen in smaller areas
close to the shore

+ The water may smell musty, earthy or
grassy and you may sometimes see
foam along the shoreline

If you think your dog has been
poisoned by blue-green algae, take your
dog to the vet urgently, and if possible,
call ahead to the vet to let them know -
cyanobacteria poisoning requires rapid
treatment.

Bill Lambert, Health, Welfare and
Breeder Services Executive at The
Kennel Club said: “Cove’s story is
incredibly distressing and a heartbreaking
experience for his owners. Blue-green
algae is very dangerous to both dogs and
humans and it’s important that owners
take preventative measures to avoid
the worst. There are signs to look for to
identify whether it is the toxic substance,
but if in doubt, don't go near water such
as ponds, streams, lakes and rivers,
especially at this time of year.”

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Recipients of prestigious worldwide
veterinary awards announced

The winners of the 2023 International Canine Health Awards, the largest worldwide veterinary awards,
have been announced via a virtual awards ceremony. Organised by The Kennel Club Charitable Trust
and underwritten by a major gift from the Vernon and Shirley Hill Foundation, the awards celebrate
and foster the latest scientific innovation and excellence in canine research, health and welfare.

Running for over a decade, the 2023
awards saw the prize money more
than double with eight financial grants
being awarded to further the recipients’
contributions to both canine medicine
and welfare. Winners this year include:
a Professor of Oncology from Colorado
State University improving canine and
human cancer care; a dedicated mentor
and neurosurgeon from Switzerland who
has created new treatment concepts
and surgical approaches; a postgraduate
student aiming to help marginalised
communities control rabies; a student
researching antimicrobial resistance
in breeding dogs; a Breed Health
Co-Ordinator working to improve the health
of Irish Wolfhounds, and three veterinary
clinics in war-torn Ukraine working to help
pets despite devastating conditions.
Applications were judged by an eminent
international panel and the awards aimed
to make a global impact with an increased
focus on the One Health concept and
the advancement of canine medicine in
developing nations.

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Political canine candidate Buster is
crowned Holyrood Dog of the Year

uster, a seven-year-old Golden
B Retriever has been crowned

winner of the prestigious Holyrood
Dog of the Year competition.

Buster, who entered the event with
David Torrance, Scottish National Party
MSP for Kirkcaldy, impressed the judges
with his loveable character as well as his
strong bond with David Torrance MSP.

The fifth Holyrood Dog of the Year
competition, organised by The Kennel
Club and Dogs Trust, took place on June
26 in the Scottish Parliament gardens at
Horse Wynd, Edinburgh. Buster showed
dogged determination as he battled it out
to defeat 10 ‘paw-litical’ opponents and
win the coveted title of Holyrood Dog of
the Year, arguably the most sought-after
accolade in Scottish politics.

The MSPs entering the competition
campaigned hard, canvassing for votes
from the public before meeting the
expert judges to share their dog’s heroic
deeds and acts of devotion.

With continued concern over the
rising cost of living, this was the focus
for this year’s competition, as well as the
positive impact that dog ownership can
have on our mental health. Additionally,
the competition encourages an
open dialogue on dog welfare
issues, as well as providing
an opportunity for MSPs
to meet with experts to
discuss all aspects of
the canine world.

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Kennel Club Gallery presents new
capsule exhibition of porcelain dogs

A unique capsule exhibition of 37 porcelain
dogs, from the Royal Crown Derby Museum
collection, has opened at The Kennel Club
Art Gallery in London and runs until 10
January 2024. The collection was curated
by The Kennel Club Art Collection Curators
and well-known canine artist Deidre
Ashdown, who originally proposed the
exhibition.

The ceramic dogs are generously on loan
from the Royal Crown Derby Museum with
pieces from their National Dog Collection
and Dogs of the World Series, as well as
commemorative pieces, such as the Queen
Elizabeth Il Diamond Jubilee Corgi.

The detailed models featured in the
exhibition represent a long history of
porcelain manufacturing in Derby, starting in
1750 with modeller Andrew Planche making
small white figures. Planche partnered with
decorator William Duesbury and the pair
opened a factory on Nottingham Road. The
factory gained popularity among customers
and even royal attention from King George
Il who went on to grant them the name
Crown Derby Porcelain. Unfortunately,
hard times hit and the factory moved to

a smaller premises on King Steet, but
they continued to create their classic
designs for their customers. In 1878 a
new porcelain factory opened nearby;
while they were initially competitors, the
two businesses then merged in 1935
and became the factory known and still
running today - Royal Crown Derby.

18 of the dogs in the exhibition were
made in the King Street factory between
1848 to 1935 and are praised for their
lifelike characteristics of the breeds -
with lounging Greyhounds, alert Pointers
and cheerful Terriers all making an
appearance.

Marianne Walker, Art Collection Curator
from The Kennel Club, said: “We’re very
excited to welcome these 37 porcelain
dogs on loan from their historic roots in
Derby and hope that as many people as
possible will take the opportunity to see
them while they are on display in London.

Protecting the future of
dog activities - together

s we know, dog activities are

a much-loved part of many

people’s lives, valued for both

the social benefits as much as
the enjoyment of the process of training
our dogs and taking part. But as we
reflect on the recent run of spring and
summer championship and open shows,
one comment that seems to be repeated
and heard, on the grass, and by the ring,
is that although there’s never been a
greater number of dog owners in the UK,
participation levels are still down in some
of the disciplines.

This is concerning of course, to all of
us including our members, our Board and
our staff. It makes it more important than
ever, to have one of our strategic aims
as ‘to protect the future of dog activities
together with our sporting grassroots
network’. Many reasons for this have been
mooted. But to get to the root cause or
causes, to address the elements we have
control over, we need to have more than
a gut feel and a strong opinion. Which
is why earlier this year we undertook a
large activity survey, to really understand
the forces at play, to base our reasoning
and recommendations on a large body of
data. We wanted to understand who was
involved, who wanted to be involved, who
had stepped back from being involved
and of course, why.

We started by collecting information
from over 10,000 people (all over 18
years old) that were involved in dog
activities via a short survey to gauge what
participation looks like across the UK. We
then followed it up with a longer survey
using Kennel Club data hearing from over
4,000 people telling us in depth, what
participants and organisers, needed,
wanted and how this has changed
over the past few years because of the
pandemic and the rise in the cost of
living.

What did we find we already knew?

* Firstly, the data confirmed that taking
part in any dog related activity is a
popular pastime in the UK.

* That among current competitors there
is a lack of younger people involved.

* That many people view The Kennel
Club as elitist and as an extension, our
activities can be seen as unwelcoming
or intimidating to new participants.

* Finally, that more needs to be done to
bring some of these owners into the
world of dog activities.

What was confirmed that we had

suspected?

The data confirmed a number of trends

that we had already suspected.

* That large proportions of competitors
and organisers have lapsed - given up
their role in the activities - partly due
to the cost of taking part in light of
the cost of living crisis, and partly due

to the time and effort required when
benefits were perceived as low.

* That competitors clearly want more
events local to them, to help drive
down costs and time.

* That there is a strong desire from all
to have greater clarity over rules.

* Especially for organisers, there is a
real need for less bureaucracy, more
support around rules and regulations
and better training.

What was a surprise?

There were a number of surprising trends

that could help us to turn the tide and

attract new people and potentially attract
lapsed competitors and organisers back
into active participation.

* We already know that the profile of dog
activity participants who are already
known to The Kennel Club tend to be
rurally-based women aged over 55.

However, what was surprising was a new
profile emerging for a large proportion

of those who take part in other dog
activities, not currently connected to us
in any way. This profile being men under
55 years old, who are more urban-based.

* We know that in the wider population,
dog activities are a popular pastime with
many owners keen to take part. However
these owners tend to be young, with
younger dogs. And, for these people
the more accessible non-regulated
events are seen as having a better payoff
against time, effort and cost required.
They are seen as more attractive, more
welcoming events and activities than
those regulated by The Kennel Club.

* There are a number of activities that
compete for dog owner’s attention.

The range of these and given their
non-regulated nature, provides stiff
competition for breed shows. It was also
found that many dog owners participate
in at least two activities eg obedience
and agility.

+ Given the profile of our known
populations, the data also indicates that
exhibitors may have lapsed, given the
age of their dogs.

* Finally, both competitors and organisers

can feel lost when it comes to finding
the right information when they need it,
with satisfaction in this area very low.

What is happening to the data?
Clearly, there is a wealth of information
that we have been reviewing to enable
us to provide key trends.

Our challenge now is to look at the
barriers to participation and consider
ways of reducing them or removing
them altogether. The good news is
we’ve already started looking at some
of these barriers, as part of our
other strategic projects, by
reviewing and hopefully
reducing the complexity
around our governance,
simplifying the Red
Book, making our
information relevant
and easier to find and
our website easier to
navigate.

But to consider what
more we need to do, we
need to continue to examine the
results with a whole host of stakeholders

from Board Directors to internal expert
teams, to pull out key pieces of
information. We hope to start
holding some focus groups
with activity participants
and organisers to discuss
these assumptions and
perceptions in more
depth. Already, over
the past few months,
at shows where we have
been holding lounges,
members and non-members
have been putting their names
forward to be included in these.
But clearly, we also need to attract
participants from the other disciplines
to hear from them too.

We are considering how we might
make contact with lapsed participants and
organisers, to see if they are interested
in playing a role even if not active at
present, and to speak with volunteers to
see how we can help them to continue
taking part in the sport and make
volunteering easier.

Ideally, we’d like to engage with
people we don’t currently talk to, as well
as consider how we can be involved
with the range of other activities. It's a
big task, and it’s important we involve
as many different groups as we can
along the way. Whatever we do, we
know we need to strengthen our existing
partnerships, build new relationships and
make our activities more welcoming.

We are all passionate about dog
activities in one discipline or another and
as we go further, we know we can count
on your support.
